Gas main works – in brief
Waterbeach – Contractors have permission to work 7 days/week in order to complete the work as quickly as possible. While Cattells Lane is closed, that means work has continued over the Bank Holiday. Where there are access with two-way lights, teams were stood down over the B/H weekend. I’m advised Cattells Lane work should be completed by 2 Sep.
Car Dyke Road – works will resume Tue 31 Aug, Daffodils will be replanted – still being negotiated.
Milton – works are gradually moving towards Ely Road.
Milton Household Recycling Centre

· The Household Waste at Milton remains open; you just need to make a booking here 
Booking system for Household Recycling Centres - Cambridgeshire County Council
· The Centre is open from 9am to 8pm on weekdays and 9am to 6pm at weekends
· They have doubled the number of slots available so even at the busiest times there have been spare slots unused
· You can make a booking as little as one hour before the time slot.
· You can make 2 visits in 7 days.
· Many people have said they prefer making a booking because they don’t have to wait in a queue, it’s not so crowded and their overall journey is quicker.
· If you don’t have the internet, ring the Council Contact Centre on 0345 045 5200 and they will make a booking for you.
· If you don’t want to book, you can use the Centre at Witchford which doesn’t require booking.
· The County Council is protecting its staff by enabling social distancing while the pandemic is ongoing and while case rates have been rising in Cambridgeshire.
· Every day the Council is having to adjust staff working arrangements to cover when staff have to self-isolate.
· The Council evaluated the need for booking in the w/c 16 August, but no change was made.

Cambridge Wastewater Treatment Plant Relocation
Cambridgeshire County Council’s response to the consultation was submitted to the Consultation by the deadline of 18 August but Anglian Water have agreed to take into account final comments from the Environment and Green Investment Committee which meets on 16 September. 
Anglian Water have recently advised us that they are undertaking environmental surveys on the main site as well as on the pipeline corridors to Waterbeach. In September and October they will also be undertaking archaeological surveys at the main site and on the effluent pipeline route. Most trenches will be around 50m long and 2m wide but will be made secured with temporary fencing if left open at night. This means works will be more obvious to the public and people can direct any questions about the work to info@cwwtpr.com, 0808 196 1661 and FREEPOST: CWWTPR. From the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner
The commissioner Darryl Preston, has announced more resources to tackle crime in rural communities. Cambridgeshire’s Countryside Watch (CCW)’s paid staff and volunteers will be stepping up efforts to prevent crime in rural communities thanks to this funding boost. The Police force’s Rural Crime Action Teams (RCAT) will get an extra four staff in the coming months; two additional Police Officers and two Special Constables, to enable RCAT to respond more easily to information passed to them from the CCW. The CCW provide essential information which enables crime to be disrupted and individuals to be arrested and prosecuted. Over 90% of the County’s land is classified as rural.
Will Mumford, Chair of the CCW welcomed the extra resources and said, “The impact of crime strains rural business to the limit and, unfortunately, sometimes beyond, creating huge anxiety in an already isolated section of our community.  The help they need is often scarcer, further away and harder to reach and we aim to change that.”
New funding to help prevent domestic abuse and stalking in Cambs and Pet’borough.
More than £300k has been secured to tackle domestic abuse and stalking in the county following a successful partnership bid to the Home Office Domestic Abuse Perpetrator Fund.
The money will enable a new project worth £500k to provide much needed support to prevent people from committing domestic abuse and stalking offences whilst ensuring victims continue to receive professional help.
The funding means that early intervention and prevention support can be provided to a wider range of domestic abuse offenders, children and adolescents who commit domestic abuse against their parents or carers and persistent stalkers.
Staff from the Constabulary will be working with the National Probation Service, YMCA Trinity Group and CPFT (Cambridgeshire and Peterborough NHS Foundation Trust) to put in place group work and 1-1 work for offenders. Victims will continue to be professionally supported through IDVAs (Independent Domestic Violence Advocates) employed by the local authority.
Darryl said: “Victims of domestic abuse and stalking can be left traumatised by their experiences long after crimes have taken place. It’s vital we need to do everything we can to tackle these most devastating of crimes.”

Covid Update from Jyoti Otri, Director of Public Health for Cambridgeshire 
In the past two weeks Covid-19 rates have continued to rise in some parts of Cambridgeshire, but I am pleased to say we have started to see a reduction in most areas and rates across the patch are now broadly in line with the national average.
At the time of writing (27/08) there are 316 cases  per 100,000 in Cambridgeshire, which is a 0.1% decrease on the same time last week.
These rates are broadly in line with the national average (332 cases per 100,000) and higher than the regional average (280 cases per 100,000).
Looking across the districts:
Cambridge – 335.8 per 100,000, a decrease of 8.9% on last week
East Cambridgeshire – 305 per 100,000, a decrease of 16.2% on last week
South Cambridgeshire – 298.3 per 100,000, a decrease of 4.2% on last week
Fenland – 309.6 per 100,000, an increase of 17.9% on last week
Huntingdonshire – 327.4 per 100,000, an increase of 12.3% on last week
It is good news that rates are stabilising on the whole, but we expect they may rise again in the next two weeks because of the change in the rules around self-isolation for close contacts and the return of schools.
Our focus remains on encouraging people to accept their vaccine and we are offering lots of opportunities every week for people to get their vaccine.
Alongside the CCG we are stepping up our efforts, with more pop-up vaccination clinics in places where people go, at events and in workplaces and for young people 16-17 who only became eligible for their vaccination this month. We are also organising one-to-one discussions with people who haven’t yet had one or both of their vaccinations – at antenatal appointments and for staff in high-risk workplaces.

In other news, our education and public health teams have been working closely with schools around the start of the new school year which is now just a week away.
Secondary school students are still being encouraged to test twice a week to help us identify those who have Covid without symptoms. The Department for Education has launched a social media campaign to encourage testing which we are sharing from today. In addition, young people aged 16 and 17 are being urged to get vaccinated before the start of term.
Children returning to school will no longer be in bubbles and school life will look more like it did pre-Covid, however families are still being asked to be cautious and to stay alert for the signs of Covid and get a PCR test if they have symptoms. People under the age of 18 no longer need to self-isolate if they are a close contact of someone who tests positive, but of course they do still need to if they have symptoms or test positive.
Alongside under 18s, you no longer need to self-isolate if you’re a close contact of someone who tests positive for Covid-19.
Fully vaccinated means that you have been vaccinated with an MHRA approved COVID-19 vaccine in the UK, and at least 14 days have passed since you received the recommended doses of that vaccine.
We are still asking people who are no longer required to isolate to get a PCR test as soon as possible to check whether they have the virus.
We are also asking people to take extra precautions, for example, wearing a face mask in public places, limiting contact with others and considering those who are more vulnerable.
